Project Goals





Students Served
· Provide Information Competency instruction – in modules including videos, tutorials, and quizzes - that is (1) embedded in the coursework to help students successfully complete a research paper, project, or assignment, and (2) incorporated in the Library Workshops program.
· DI students enrolled in courses identified in this study could potentially include multiple populations identified by Title 5 regulations, including certain ethnicities (e.g., African-Americans), veterans, low-income students, foster youth, and others. Institutional support or self-identification of students within one or more of the identified populations via a survey tool will be required to identify DI students enrolled in courses participating in the IC@GCC Alpha Focus Group and in the Library Workshop program.

	This project proposes to provide a $500 stipend in Fall 2015 to 12 faculty volunteers who teach courses with a significant number of DI students, a $4000 stipend for assessing new content added to 4 library workshops and redesigning 3 library workshops to better suit the needs of DI students, and $2000 stipend for a project coordinator. Target courses to include ESL 141, ESL 151, English 120, Student Development 100 and 141, and Language Arts and Social Sciences courses that do not have a prerequisite but do have a research component in the coursework. IC instruction is linked with student success – both in terms of higher cumulative GPA as well as higher cumulative units completed. Based on the Beta focus group results (conducted in Spring 2015), DI students are predicted to have lower IC skills and hence are likely to gain more from IC instruction. This project can become institutionalized within academic programs if divisions/departments adopt IC@ module(s) for courses that have a research component; Service programs can refer students to specific IC@ modules depending on students’ needs; Introductory videos within the IC@GCC modules provide a basic orientation to library resources, services, and research tools which can be promoted to incoming DI students through various service offices (e.g., Veteran’s center).

· The pre and post quiz results will provide quantitative data for measuring the success of individual modules of IC@GCC, and student learning outcomes targeted in the modules.
· A survey tool will be designed to include information about students’ demographics, including ethnicity, gender, age, as well as self-identification as belonging to one or more DI groups (e.g., low-income, foster youth, veteran). This survey tool will function to gather data on students’ level of satisfaction with the IC@ modules, as well as qualitative data on what was most helpful or problematic for them.

· Additional help from the Research and Planning office will be required to compare the GPA of DI students participating in this study and a comparable control group. Longer-term results will include comparing the total units completed by DI students who participated in this study with a comparable control group of DI students.
